3. The purpose of the festival is to encourage and promote local talent, therefore all entrants must be resident in N. Ireland at time of entry.

4. Committee reserve the right to refuse any entry. 
5. The official accompanist will be available to accompany entrants where required. Copies of accompaniments must be forwarded to the Music Secretary at least 2 weeks before the festival.
6. Where OWN CHOICE music is to be used, the competitor must furnish a copy for the Adjudicator. 
7. Competitors must be within the age limits on 1st March, 2023 and winners may be required to furnish evidence of age.

8. Competitors will be admitted free during the session in which they compete, on production of the Competitor’s Ticket.

9. It is desirable that competitors be present during the entire competition in which they are engaged.
10. A Conductor shall not sing with his/her Choir.

11. The decision of the Adjudicator shall be final, and no protest will be received against their decision.

12. All Challenge Cups and Trophies are perpetual and must be returned to the Cup Steward in good condition c/o The Thompson Primary School, 42 Mossley Road, Ballyrobert, BT39 9RX (028 93352361)
13. In ‘OWN CHOICE’ classes, the following will be taken into consideration:

· age of competitor,
· choice of Music,
· quality of performance.
14. Music must be claimed at the end of the session during which it has been used as afterwards, the Secretary or the Committee, cannot be responsible for it.

15. Fees must accompany Entries. Online entries are not accepted and there is no digital method for payment of fees. Entry fees may be cash or cheque made payable to Ballyclare Music Festival.
16. Prizes will be awarded in each competition – subject to the Adjudicator’s decision that the necessary standard has been attained.      

17. Child Protection Policy

1. Purpose and Function of Organisation

 To promote the study and cultivation of music in the district and to hold an annual amateur musical festival.
2. The Festival Environment

The Festival is run solely by volunteers and it is our policy to inform and involve parents and teachers in partnership with us to ensure a safe environment at the Festival.

3. To Whom Does This Policy Apply?

This policy relates to children under the age of 18 years and those vulnerable adults of any age who are identified to the organisers prior to their arrival at the Festival.  The Festival actively seeks to meet needs notified to the Festival by parents/teachers etc.

4. Festival Personnel

The Festival Committee and helpers are all volunteers and have run the Festival for many years.  All are aware of the policy and support it.  New recruits come by way of personal recommendation by members or teachers.  Anyone wearing a badge may be approached if you have a problem and will be able to direct you to someone who will be able to help.

5. Preparation for Attendance at the Festival

Competitors entered as part of a regulated school visit will be supervised by teachers on behalf of their parents under their school Child Protection Policy. Each school will have copies of our Policy.
Competitors entered by private music teacher will receive this Policy via their teacher, who will sign to say that she/he has passed a copy to each parent.  It is passed to parents in order to make it clear that, where parents are not attending with and supervising their children, the Festival requires them to satisfy themselves that their children will be supervised at the Festival by other responsible adults acting on their behalf.

6. Performance Areas and Changing Areas

The Festival officials and volunteers man the foyer and performance area.  Parents’ attention is drawn to the fact that toilets and practice areas are not supervised and that belongings left in these areas are not the Festival’s responsibility.  There are no designated changing areas.

7. Photographs, Video Recordings and Press Photography
The use of photography or digital recording by the public at the festival is banned in line with child protection procedures.

The Music Secretary will take pictures for use in the press or on the festival Facebook page. Photographs of children will not be named on-line.

Where parents do not want photographs to be taken of their child it is the responsibility of the accompanying adult to ensure the photographs are not taken.
